Psalm 119:1-8 

1 Blessed are those whose ways are blameless, 

    who walk according to the law of the Lord. 

2 Blessed are those who keep his statutes 

    and seek him with all their heart— 

3 they do no wrong 

    but follow his ways. 

4 You have laid down precepts 

    that are to be fully obeyed. 

5 Oh, that my ways were steadfast 

    in obeying your decrees! 

6 Then I would not be put to shame 

    when I consider all your commands. 

7 I will praise you with an upright heart 

    as I learn your righteous laws. 

8 I will obey your decrees; 

    do not utterly forsake me.  

Matthew 21:12-17 
12 Jesus entered the temple courts and drove out all 
who were buying and selling there. He overturned the 
tables of the money changers and the benches of those 
selling doves. 13 “It is written,” he said to them, “‘My 
house will be called a house of prayer,’ but you are 
making it ‘a den of robbers.’[” 14 The blind and the 
lame came to him at the temple, and he healed 
them. 15 But when the chief priests and the teachers of 
the law saw the wonderful things he did and the chil-
dren shouting in the temple courts, “Hosanna to the 
Son of David,” they were indignant. 6 “Do you hear 
what these children are saying?” they asked him.  
“Yes,” replied Jesus, “have you never read, “‘From 
the lips of children and infants 
    you, Lord, have called forth your praise’[? 
17 And he left them and went out of the city to Betha-
ny, where he spent the night.
